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Take Our Kids To Work 

On Wednesday, November 4 
Harry Collinge grade 9 students 
took part in Take Our Kids to Work 
(TOKW). We are pleased to report 
a successful venture with 99% of 
our students placed in the commu-
nity, therefore involved in the world 
of work. 
At Harry Collinge a team consist-
ing of the counselors, an adminis-
trator and a teacher assistant work 
with four grade 9 teachers to or-
ganize a successful day for the 
students. Take Our 
Kids to Work is in-
corporated into our 
comprehensive 
guidance program 
at Harry Collinge. The counselors 
had an assembly with the grade 9 
students and provided an overview 
of the day and the importance of 
understanding the world of work. 
Expectations were clearly ex-
plained and the importance placed 
on their participation was empha-
sized. The organizing team worked 
with four grade nine teachers to 
handle the logistics of the TOKW 
day but the organizing committee 
played a big role in tracking down 
students and making sure place-
ments were found and permission 
slips were signed and returned. 
A tour of Teck Coal was organized 
for students who were unable or 
chose not to work with their par-
ents. This included 18 students 
from Harry Collinge plus a student 
from Gerard Redmond whose 

mother called and asked if he 
could be part of the tour group. 
As part of the Take our Kids to 
Work Program at Harry Collinge 
the students wrote a journal entry 
using guided questions surmising 
what the day might  be like and 
what they were looking forward to 
at their work placement. Teachers 
spoke to them before their place-
ments about appropriate behavior 
in the work place and the fact they 
were representatives of Harry 
Collinge. 
The day after TOKW the students 
did a follow up journal and wrote 
about what they learned about 
their parent‟s work and reflected 
upon how close what they thought 
they would be doing matched what 
they actually did. They also com-
mented upon whether this was a 
career field they might wish to pur-
sue. 
The last activity students com-
pleted was a thank you card to 
their parent or the supervisor at the 
work place. Teachers spent time 
with their students teaching them 
what comments were appropriate 
and tried to have the thank you 
cards reflect something personal 
about the student‟s experience at 
TOKW. 
In conclusion, Harry Collinge incor-
porated TOKW with our compre-
hensive guidance program and 
used it to introduce the world of 
work and appropriate work place 
behavior to our students.

The Guidance Office has 
been busy this fall working 
with students in many ways 
to provide them with informa-
tion they need to make deci-
sions about their futures. 
This year all grade 9 stu-
dents will complete the com-
plementary course 
“Preparing for High School” 
which gives students crucial 
information for making 
course selections when they 
enter grade 10. The impor-
tance of choosing the correct 
courses and being aware 
that many post secondary 
programs have competitive 
entry requirements is also 
introduced to students. 
The counselors have been 
working with grade 10 CALM 
(Career and Life Manage-
ment) classes to inform stu-
dents about requirements to 
attain a High School Di-
ploma, for entry into various 
post secondary programs 
and the options available to 
them after they earn a High 
school Diploma. 

The school is partnering with 
Employment and Immigration 
to provide our grade 10 
CALM classes and our cur-
rent grade 12 students the 
opportunity to work through a 
Career Decision Making As-
signment to help students 
begin to match their skills 
and interests and to narrow 
down career choices. 
On November 17

th
 the Al-

berta Post Secondary 
Schools visited  Harry 
Collinge and provide infor-
mation to students about the 
programs  offered and the 
requirements to gain access 
into these programs. 
On December 1

st
 Employ-

ment and Immigration will 
visit the school and provide 
information about Student 
Finance to all grade 12‟s. 
The counselors attended the 
grade 12 parent meeting and 
provided information to par-
ents and students and of-
fered  their services to work 
as a team in this crucial year 
of their child‟s education.
